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SIMULCAST OFFICIAL
KIND OF WORK:  This is regulatory, inspection and enforcement work in directing all simulcast races at the Mobile Greyhound Park. 

DISTINGUISHING FEATURES OF THE WORK:  An employee in this class is responsible for the exercise of oversight, general supervision and direct regulatory authority of simulcast races on which pari-mutuel wagering is offered.  Work is performed under the general direction of the Racing Commission in accordance with the laws, rules and regulations governing simulcast races and their transmission and supervision is exercised over subordinate employees as assigned, and the incumbent will be expected to work shifts and on weekends as required.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (Any one position may not include all of the duties listed nor do the listed examples include all tasks which may be found in positions of this class.)  Presides over all matters relating to simulcast racing; interprets and enforces Racing Commission rules; resolves questions and complaints pertaining to simulcasts; reviews allegations of misconduct or rule infractions and initiates investigations of same as warranted; observes pari-mutuel betting activities for compliance with rules; assures the timely transmittal of necessary information to the public regarding races; maintains detailed activity reports and records; provides training and supervision to subordinates as assigned; performs related work as required. 

ESSENTIAL REQUIREMENTS OF THE WORK:  Thorough knowledge of the laws, rules, regulations and policies governing simulcast racing at the Mobile Greyhound Park; thorough knowledge of inspection techniques; ability to interpret and enforce all applicable rules and regulations; ability to maintain records and prepare reports; ability to deal tactfully, yet firmly with the general public; ability to act decisively, promptly and correctly; ability to establish and maintain effective working relationships with public officials, employees and the general public. 
MINIMUM QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS:  Graduation from a standard senior high school, or the successful completion of the General Educational Development (GED) test, preferably supplemented by college graduation, and a minimum of three years' regulatory or enforcement experience in a pari-mutuel racing facility to include experience in directing simulcast racing activities; or a combination of education and experience equivalent to these requirements.
