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BODY/PAINT MECHANIC
KIND OF WORK:  This is skilled automotive body repair work at the journeyman level.

DISTINGUISHING FEATURES OF THE WORK:  An employee in this class is responsible for repairing and painting damaged automobile, truck and equipment bodies using specialized body repair tools and equipment.  Work is performed in accordance with accepted procedures under the general supervision of a Body and Paint Supervisor or other superior and considerable independence of action is allowed in completing assignments.  Supervision is exercised over trainees and other helpers as assigned.  A Body and Paint Mechanic must be able to lift items weighing over forty pounds.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (Any one position may not include all of the duties listed nor do the listed examples include all tasks which may be found in positions of this class.)  Examines damaged vehicle to determine repairs needed and parts to be replaced; estimates cost of each job; operates large wrecker; removes dents from car and truck bodies, fenders, hoods and grills; removes damaged parts and installs new ones; straightens frame and refurbishes rusted sections; prepares and paints cars, trucks and heavy equipment; installs upholstery, windshields and other equipment after repair work has been completed; maintains equipment in good operating condition; fabricates necessary parts; assigns jobs to be performed to helpers; suggests expenditure program as part of budget recommendation; orders parts and materials; assists in training new personnel; installs decals; replaces airbags; diagnoses electrical problems; performs related work as required.

ESSENTIAL REQUIREMENTS OF THE WORK:  Good knowledge of automotive body repair methods, tools and equipment including welding and painting practices; good knowledge of safety practices required in the work; ability to follow oral and written instructions; ability to diagnose and estimate repair requirements and costs; ability to adapt tools and repair parts to specific repair problems; ability to perform automotive body repair work at the journeyman level; ability to perform manual labor; ability to prepare and present written and oral reports; ability to work under dangerous conditions; ability to establish and maintain effective working relationships with superiors and other employees.

MINIMUM QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS:  Graduation from a standard senior high school, or the successful completion of the General Educational Development (GED) test, completion of an apprenticeship or trade school program in automotive body painting and repair, and a minimum of one year journeyman level experience in automotive body repair and painting; or a combination of education and experience equivalent to these requirements.

SPECIAL REQUIREMENT:  Must possess a valid driver’s license from state of residence.
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
