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SHEET METAL MECHANIC
KIND OF WORK:  This is skilled work at the journeyman level in the planning, fabricating, assembly, installation and repair of sheet metal and non-metallic parts, equipment and products.

DISTINGUISHING FEATURES OF THE WORK:  An employee in this class is responsible for performing highly skilled technical work as a sheet metal and non-metallic specialist.  Work is performed in accordance with accepted procedures for this trade under the general supervision of a Heating/Air Conditioning Mechanic Supervisor or other superior and is reviewed upon completion.  Considerable independence of action is allowed in completing assignments.  Supervision is exercised over Public Service Workers, trainees or other helpers as assigned.  The incumbent may be required to lift materials weighing over 40 pounds and work at heights over 30 feet.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (Any one position may not include all of the duties listed nor do the listed examples include all tasks which may be found in positions of this class.)  Plans, fabricates, assembles, installs and repairs sheet metal and non-metallic equipment and products such as gutters, HVAC duct, cabinets and tanks; reads and interprets blueprints, sketches, and product specifications; lays out and marks dimensions and reference lines on materials; sets up and operates fabricating machines such as shears, brakes, presses, forming rolls and routers to cut, bend, block and form, or straighten materials; shapes metal material over anvil, block or other form; trims, files, grinds, deburrs, buffs and smooths surfaces, using hand tools or portable power tools; welds, solders, bolts, rivets, screws, clips, caulks or bonds component parts to assemble products; inspects assemblies and installation for conformance to specifications, using measuring instruments such as calipers, scales, gauges, and micrometers; repairs and maintains sheet metal products; maintains a clean and safe work environment; performs related work as required.

ESSENTIAL REQUIREMENTS OF THE WORK:  Good knowledge of the methods, materials, tools and practices used in sheet metal and non-metallic installation and repair; good knowledge of the different types of sheet metal such as galvanized iron, copper, steel, stainless steel and aluminum; good knowledge of non-metallic materials such as plastics or fiberglass; good knowledge of layout techniques and shop mathematics; good knowledge of local codes related to sheet metal trade; ability to read and interpret blueprints, sketches and product specifications; ability to use measuring instruments such as calipers, scales, dial indicators,  gauges and micrometers; ability to keep records and make reports; ability to layout and supervise the work of others; ability to establish and maintain effective working relationships with other employees.

MINIMUM QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS:  Graduation from a standard senior high school, or the successful completion of the General Educational Development (GED) test, supplemented by completion of trade school or apprentice program in sheet metal fabricating and repair, and a minimum of one year journeyman level experience as a sheet metal mechanic; or a combination of education and experience equivalent to these requirements.

SPECIAL REQUIREMENT:  Must possess a valid driver’s license from state of residence.
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
