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ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES DIRECTOR
KIND OF WORK:  This is responsible engineering and administrative work in directing the Environmental, Hydraulic and Disaster Recovery Programs for Mobile County.

DISTINGUISHING FEATURES OF THE WORK:  An employee in this class is responsible for directing the Environmental Services Program in accordance with the policies and objectives of the Mobile County Commission, the Solid Waste Management Advisory Board and the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) and for serving as the Solid Waste Director and Enforcement Officer in administering the inspection and enforcement program and the Junkyard Rules and Regulations.  Work is performed with considerable independent judgment and discretion under the general supervision of the County Engineer and the incumbent may advise the County Commission on sanitary sewage and treatment issues.  Supervision is exercised over technical and other subordinate employees. 

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (Any one position may not include all of the duties listed nor do the listed examples include all tasks which may be found in positions of this class.)  Plans, implements and directs the NPDES, solid waste management, scrap tire disposal, disaster recovery, junkyard regulation, flood plain hydraulics and hazard mitigation grant programs; submits budget proposals; monitors expenditures; issues permits to haul, store or dispose of solid waste; issues licenses to operate junkyards; writes and manages junkyard regulations and ordinances; assists in obtaining 404 and Section 10 Army Corps of Engineer permits; assists in wetland mitigation; assists in flood plain management and associated map revisions; inspects landfills; monitors compliance of all haulers with regulations; supervises litter patrol and the issuing of citations; conducts hearings on compliance requirements or other program administration problems; meets with municipal officials to coordinate the NPDES permit issues, and hauling and disposing of solid waste; addresses business leaders, citizen groups and others; supervises preparation, plans and specifications for Solid Waste Disposal and stormwater quality monitoring facilities; prepares legal descriptions of properties; oversees all construction, to include contract administration with consultants and contractors; addresses environmental complaints, questions and concerns of the general public and municipal officials; performs related work as required.

ESSENTIAL REQUIREMENTS OF THE WORK:  Thorough knowledge of civil engineering principles and practices; thorough knowledge of the guidelines and regulations of the Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System, Construction NPDES permit and the solid waste program established by the Mobile County Commission; good knowledge of computer modeled hydraulics; good knowledge of the principles and practices of wetland treatment and solid waste management and control; good knowledge of flood plain management; good knowledge of solid waste management; good knowledge of rules and regulations governing junkyards and litter control; ability to plan, organize and direct the administrative functions of these programs; ability to prepare and make effective reports, both orally and in writing; ability to prepare an annual operational budget; ability to establish and maintain effective working relationships with public officials, other employees and the general public.

MINIMUM QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS:  Attainment of a minimum of a bachelor's degree from a recognized college or university in civil engineering and a minimum of three years responsible civil engineering experience in environmental areas such as solid waste or wastewater treatment and disposal; or a combination of education and experience equivalent to these requirements.

SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS:  Licensure as a Professional Engineer by the State Board of Licensure for Professional Engineers and Land Surveyors in the State of Alabama.
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
