METER REPAIR AND BACKFLOW PREVENTION SUPERVISOR

KIND OF WORK:  This is supervisory work in directing the installation, inspection, testing and repair of residential and commercial water meters and backflow prevention devices and other related water distribution systems operations.

DISTINGUISHING FEATURES OF THE WORK:  An employee in this class is responsible for planning, organizing, supervising and training employees performing water system meter repairs, backflow prevention and other tasks related to water distribution system operations.  Work is performed in accordance with established procedures under the general supervision of a public service supervisor or other superior and supervision is exercised over meter repair technicians, public service workers and other employees as assigned.  This employee will be required to lift materials weighing up to fifty pounds.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (Any one position may not include all of the duties listed nor do the listed examples include all tasks which may be found in position of this class.)  Supervises employees engaged in the installation, inspection, repair and testing of meters and backflow prevention devices; trains employees engaged in the installation, inspection, repair and testing of meters and backflow prevention devices; schedules and directs the activities of meter repair technicians and other employees; checks on work in progress; evaluates work of employees; prepares estimates; requisitions supplies and equipment; keeps time, cost and other required records; prepares annual operating budget; coordinates work with customers; provides project management for contractors performing related work; periodically oversees distribution system repairs; prepares and presents oral and written reports; investigates complaints from the public; oversees special projects; performs related work as required.

ESSENTIAL REQUIREMENTS OF THE WORK:  Thorough knowledge of meter selection, installation, testing and maintenance; thorough knowledge of backflow prevention and backflow prevention device selection, installation, testing and maintenance; thorough knowledge of occupational hazards and safety precautions necessary in working with a water distribution system, roadway traffic, excavations, heavy equipment, power tools and automotive equipment; good knowledge of water distribution system operations; good knowledge of water distribution system materials and construction; ability to plan, organize and supervise the work of others; ability to develop annual budget proposals; ability to read and work from construction plans, sketches, and work orders; ability to use a personal computer; ability to fully develop, document and implement programs as needed; ability to prepare and present oral and written reports; ability to establish and maintain effective working relationships with department heads, employees and the general public.

MINIMUM QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS:  Graduation from a standard senior high school, or the successful completion of the General Educational Development (GED) test, and a minimum of three years experience at the level of Meter Repair Technician II or Meter Repair Technician III; or a combination of education and experience equivalent to these requirements.

SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS:  Must possess a Backflow Prevention Tester Certification and a Backflow Repair Technician Certification.  Must possess a valid commercial driver's license from state of residence.  Must obtain a class A commercial driver's license with appropriate endorsements, including air brake endorsement, prior to completion of the one year working test period.
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
