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WATER SERVICES ENGINEER  





KIND OF WORK:  This is responsible administrative and professional engineering work in planning and directing the activities of the Water Services Division of the Mobile Water and Sewer Service System.





DISTINGUISHING FEATURES OF THE WORK:  An employee in this class is responsible for planning, designing, coordinating and implementing water projects involving expansions and/or improvement to water procurement, treatment or distribution facilities.  Under the general direction of the Water and Sewer Superintendent, the work is performed with a high degree of independent professional judgement and discretion.  Supervision is exercised over a staff of subordinate professional and technical personnel.





EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (Any one position may not include all of the duties listed nor do the listed examples include all tasks which may be found in positions of this class.)  Directs professional, sub-professional and other technical employees engaged in the construction, maintenance and improvement of water service facilities; administers contracts with consulting engineers and construction firms, and reviews contract plans and specifications for accuracy and attention to detail; coordinates with developers for dedication of facilities; coordinates divisional activities with other divisions of the system; recommends policies affecting the planning, engineering and expansion of the City's water system; studies major engineering problems and renders decisions on the best alternative course of action; prepares periodic and special studies and reports as required; attends meetings and makes public addresses as a departmental representative; investigates major complaints and takes corrective action; performs related work as required.





ESSENTIAL REQUIREMENTS OF THE WORK:  Comprehensive knowledge of sanitary engineering, particularly with regard to the design and operation of water production, treatment and distribution facilities; thorough knowledge of codes, ordinances and standards governing water system construction and maintenance projects; ability to plan, schedule and supervise the activities of professional, sub-professional and technical personnel engaged in a variety of sanitary engineering activities; ability to prepare and make complex and comprehensive reports, both orally and in writing; ability to establish and maintain effective working relationships with subordinates, engineering consultants, contractors, public officials and the general public.





MINIMUM QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS:  Attainment of a minimum of a bachelor's degree in sanitary engineering or closely related field and a minimum of five year's responsible engineering experience in the planning, design, construction or operation of wastewater or water facilities with a minimum of three year's of the required experience in design application; or a combination of education and experience equivalent to these requirements.


                                  


SPECIAL REQUIREMENT:  Registration as a professional engineer in the State of Alabama; or if registered in another state, must obtain registration within one year of appointment; possession of a valid Alabama Driver's License.
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
