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WATER SERVICE CONSTRUCTION INSPECTOR
KIND OF WORK:  This work involves the inspection of water and sewer service construction and repair work and the enforcement of related codes and standards.

DISTINGUISHING FEATURES OF WORK:  An employee in this class is responsible for inspecting and evaluating all water service construction and repair projects performed on Mobile Water Service property, easements and right-of-ways by departmental employees and contractors to insure that the work conforms with established standards and code requirements and for compliance when deficiencies are discovered.  Work is performed independently under the general supervision of an Engineering Technician III or other superior.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (Any one position may not include all of the duties listed nor do the listed examples include all tasks which may be found in positions of this class.)  Inspects and evaluates work performed by employees and contractors on roads, streets, alleys, water and sewer mains, manholes and construction projects; performs routine field tests for quality of workmanship and materials; insures that work conforms with established standards, complies with codes and regulations and is being conducted in a safe manner; prepares "as built" plans for projects; maintains a written log on activities being inspected and prepares and submits reports, both orally and in writing; locates water and sewer lines and components; coordinates with contractors, developers, workers, engineers and county and city officials; inspects work done on right-of-ways and easements; operates motor vehicles as needed; interprets regulations and issues compliance orders; responds to customer inquiries and complaints; attends training classes to further education; performs related work as required.

ESSENTIAL REQUIREMENTS OF THE WORK:  Good knowledge of the materials, methods, techniques and sub-professional engineering practices pertaining to water and sewer service construction; good knowledge of federal, state and local regulations governing maintenance and construction projects; good knowledge of regulations concerning traffic control and safety; ability to read and interpret engineering plans with construction in progress; ability to conduct inspections on water service projects; ability to deal firmly and courteously with contractors and employees; ability to make independent investigations of engineering problems and make recommendations to the responsible engineer, contractors and employees on how to solve these problems; ability to supervise the work of others; ability to operate office equipment; ability to communicate orally and in writing; ability to establish and maintain effective working relationships with contractors, employees and the general public.

MINIMUM QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS:  Graduation from a standard senior high school or the successful completion of the General Educational Development (GED) test, and a minimum of three years experience in construction inspection work; or a combination of education and experience equivalent to these requirements.

SPECIAL REQUIREMENT:  Must possess a valid driver's license from state of residence.
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
