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WATER SERVICE CHIEF CONSTRUCTION INSPECTOR

KIND OF WORK:  This is advanced field and office inspection work in managing the inspection of water and wastewater facility construction, rehabilitation, and repair work and in enforcing related codes and standards.

DISTINGUISHING FEATURES OF WORK:  An employee in this class is responsible for the operations of the Construction Inspection Department including examining and interpreting complex plans for all water and wastewater construction, rehabilitation and repair projects, making complex field inspections, identifying deficiencies in specifications, recommending changes, reviewing department documents and supervising and training construction inspectors and construction inspector assistants.  Work is performed independently under the general supervision of an engineer in accordance with established policies and procedures and supervision is exercised over subordinate inspectors and clerical employees.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (Any one position may not include all of the duties listed nor do the listed examples include all tasks which may be found in positions of this class.)  Plans, assigns and supervises the work of Water Service Construction Inspectors; reviews and examines complex plans and specifications for water and sewer construction, rehabilitation and repair work; makes and/or reviews "as built" plans for projects; advises subordinates in the solution of inspection matters; estimates project costs; monitors expenditures to coordinate with budget projections; makes field inspections of the more complex water and sewer service construction and repair projects; keeps records of sites being inspected; prepares and submits reports both orally and in writing; prepares detailed engineering sketches; advises contractors and employees of the interpretation of regulations and standards and issues compliance orders; reviews contractor pay estimates before submittal for payment; prepares annual department budget; conducts pre-bid and pre-construction meetings; conducts training classes; works closely with employees, contractors, consulting engineers and related agencies; performs related work as required.

ESSENTIAL REQUIREMENTS OF THE WORK:  Thorough knowledge of the methods and practices involved in water and wastewater construction, rehabilitation and repair work; thorough knowledge of materials, methods, techniques and sub-professional engineering practices pertaining to water and sewer service construction; thorough knowledge of federal, state and local regulations governing maintenance and construction projects; thorough knowledge of regulations concerning traffic control and safety; ability to read and interpret engineering plans; ability to conduct inspections on complex water service projects; ability to conduct independent investigations of engineering problems and make recommendations to the responsible engineer, contractors and employees; ability to devise corrective measures; ability to read and understand easements; ability to estimate construction project costs; ability to run levels and properly record survey notes; ability to deal firmly and courteously with contractors and employees; ability to train employees; ability to operate motor vehicles safely; ability to operate a motor safely; ability to establish and maintain effective working relationships with subordinates, contractors and the general public.

MINIMUM QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS:  Graduation from a standard senior high school, or the successful completion of the General Educational Development (GED) test, a minimum of five years experience at the level of Water Service Construction Inspector, and preferably registration as a Registered Construction Inspector through the American Construction Inspection Association or other recognized professional organizations; or a combination of education and experience equivalent to these requirements.

SPECIAL REQUIREMENT:  Must possess a valid driver's license from state of residence.
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
