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WATER AND SEWER SUPERVISOR - SATSUMA








KIND OF WORK:  This is responsible lead work in operating and maintaining water distribution, sewage collection and treatment systems for the Water and Sewer Board of the City of Satsuma.





DISTINGUISHING FEATURES OF THE WORK:  An employee in this class is responsible for supervising and participating in the activities of operating and maintaining water distribution and sewage collection and treatment systems.     Work is performed under the general supervision of the Water and Sewer Director - Satsuma in accordance with established procedures.  Supervision is exercised over treatment plant operators, and skilled, semi-skilled and unskilled workers as assigned.  The Water and Sewer Supervisor - Satsuma must be able to lift items weighing up to forty pounds.





EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (Any one position may not include all the duties listed nor do the listed examples include all tasks which may be found in positions of this class.)  Supervises operation and maintenance crew during line repairs, extensions, and meter installations and readings; supervises manhole and lateral repairs, pump repairs, and lift station repairs and additions; supervises normal visual inspections of lift stations, pump locations and treatment facilities; supervises and participates in lagoon and dike repairs; takes pump readings; checks discharge flow; supervises and participates in the lubrication of all machinery; takes water samples and sends to approved laboratory; provides information for ADEM, EPA and other agencies as required; takes pH readings and performs other tests; makes necessary connections for new or modified services; cuts grass at and maintains roads to levees and lift stations; repairs and lubricates control valves, electric motors and circuit protection devices; repairs and maintains buildings and storage sheds; performs related work as required.





ESSENTIAL REQUIREMENTS OF THE WORK:  Thorough knowledge of maintenance operations and repairs to water and sewer systems and associated equipment; thorough knowledge of occupational hazards and proper safety practices involving mechanical maintenance and repair; thorough knowledge of the public health hazards of chemicals used in water and sewer systems; ability to interpret and work from diagrams, blueprints and instruction manuals; ability to plan and direct the work of others; ability to plan and perform preventive maintenance on water and sewage systems, equipment and facilities; ability to establish and maintain effective working relationships with public officials, employees and the general public.





MINIMUM QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS:  Graduation from a standard senior high school and a minimum of three years' experience in the operation and maintenance of water and sewer systems; or a combination of education and experience equivalent to these requirements.  





SPECIAL REQUIREMENT:  Must possess a Grade I Wastewater Certificate and a Grade III Water Certificate.  Must possess a valid Alabama driver's license. 
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
