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PARK PATROL OFFICER








KIND OF WORK:  This work involves the preservation of order and the observance of city ordinances as related to the patrol of city parks, recreation and civic centers.





DISTINGUISHING FEATURES OF THE WORK:  An employee in this class is responsible for patrolling parks and other city property to maintain order.  The incumbent may serve as backup for the regular sworn force and relieve desk operators occasionally.  General supervision is received from the Park Patrol Supervisor.





EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (Any one position may not include all of the duties listed nor do the listed examples include all tasks which may be found in positions of this class.)  Maintains order, prevents vandalism, enforces traffic rules and regulations; tickets violating automobiles; performs associated duties such as opening and closing buildings, operating lights, answering telephone, storing and caring for equipment; reports any defect in the maintenance of parks, civic centers, tennis courts, swimming pool, etc.; performs related work as required.





ESSENTIAL REQUIREMENTS OF THE WORK:  Some knowledge of standard practices and procedures common to security duties; ability to deal effectively with disruptive persons; ability to follow oral and written instructions; ability to maintain simple records and prepare reports; ability to establish and maintain effective working relationships with other employees and the general public.  





MINIMUM QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS:  Graduation from a standard senior high school and a minimum of one year's related experience; or a combination of education and experience equivalent to these requirements.





SPECIAL REQUIREMENT:  Must possess a valid Alabama Driver's License.              
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
